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Jharkhand Medicare Service Persons and Medicare Service Institutions
(Prevention of violence and Damage to Property) Bill, 2023
Preamble '

An Act to prohibit violence against Medicare service personnél and damage to property in
Medical service institutions and for matters connected herewith and incidental thereto is not
available in Jharkhand.

Whereas it is expedient to prohibit violence against Medical service personnel and damage
to property in Medicare service institution and for matters connected therewith and incidental
thereto;

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Jharkhand in the 74™ year of the Republic of

India as follows:-

2. Short Title, extent and commencement :-

(1) This Act may be called as the Jharkhand Medicare Service Persons and Medicare
Service Institutions (Prevention of Violence and Damage to Property) Act, 2023.

(2) It extends to the whole of State of Jharkhand.

{3) This Act is being enacted to prevent the incidents of acts of v1olence to Medware

(4) This Act will apply to all Government Instltutes and authorized/ reglstered Prlvate

Institutions, which provide Medlcal Serv1ces under prevalhng Rules and Act,

(5) This will be applicable from the date of issue of notification.

2 Definitions:-
(a) “Medicare Service” means the act of providing medical treatment and/or care,
including antenatal and postnatal care in connection with child birth or anything
connected therewith, or nursing care in any forfn to, persons suffering from sickness,

injury or infirmities, whether of body or mind;

(b) “Medicare Service Institutions” means all institutions registered under Clinical
Establishment (Registration and Regulation) Act, 2010, as amended from time to time,
including Medical Colleges, as well as all such institutions providing Medicare
Services to the people, which are established and managed by, or under the control of,

the State Government or Central Government or any local authority. It includes the
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private hospitals, private nursing homes, maternity homes etc. providing indoor and

outdoor Medicare facility to the persons suffering from sickness, injury or infirmities

whether body or mind ;

“Medicare Service Person” in relation to Medicare Service Institution, means :
(i) Registered Medical Practitioners (including provisional registration
holders), W'orkihg in Medicare Service Institutions.

(iiy  Registered Nurses.

(iii)  Medical Students.

(iv)  Nursing Students.

(v)  Para-Medical workers, appointed and working in Medicare Service
 Institutions. |

(vi)  Any person working in such Medicare Service Institutions.

“Violence” means any act which causes or may cause any harm, injury or
endanger the life, intimidation, threats, obstruction or hindrance to any Medicare
service person in -discharge of duty and damage to property of the Medicare

Service Institution.

“Offender” means such person, who either by himself or as a representative or
member of a group/organization commits or attempts to commit or incites the

commission of violence under this Ordinance.

“Patients and their attendants” means indoor/outdoor patients and their
attendants (including friends and well-wishers) coming for Medicare

services/facilities in Medicare Service Institutions.

“Competent Court” means first class Judicial Magistrate in whose jurisdiction

offence has been committed.

(h) “Deputy Commissioner” means Executive head of the District.

(©)

“Property” means movable or immovable Property.
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(j) “Technical Committee” means the committee constituted of technical experts to

estimate the damage to property caused by violence.

Prohibition of act of viclence :-

All the acts of violence against the Medicare Service Persons or act of violence by the
Medicare Service Persons, including obstruction in discharge of duties, damage/loss to

property of Medicare Service Institutions are prohibited.

Cognizance of offences :-

An offence punishable under Section-3 shall be cognizable and the provisions under
CrPC Rule 41A will be followed, which will be investigafed by the Officer not below
the rank of Deputy Superintendent of Police. Trial of offence will be carried out by

competent court.

Provision of punishment :-

(1) Any person or persons, who comm1ts violence against Medlcare Serv1ce Persons

or damage to property of Medicare Service Institutions in contravention of

Section-3, shall be punishable with imprisonment for a period of maxxmum Two

years and fine, which may extend to fifty thousand rupees.

(2) ‘Such offence shall be cogmzable and the provisions under CrPC Rule 41A will
be followed.

Compensation for damage of property:-
(1) In addition to the punishment specified in Section-5, the Court while passing of

the order may pass an order against the offender to pay compensation in terms of
penalty of the cost price of the damages to the Medicare Service Institution, as

also clarified in the said order.

(2) If the offender does not pay the said compensation, the said amount will be
recovered under the Public Demand Recovery Act and duly paid to the

concerned Medicare service Institution.

(3) If damage/loss has been caused to property of Government Medicare Service
Institution, the Deputy Commissioner of the district shall constitute a competent

Technical Committee comprising of competent government engineers,
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government doctors and experts of medical equipment as special invitees. Such
Technical Committee shall visit the site to physically assess the damage/loss to
such property of Medicare Service Institution and shall make an assessment in
front of all stake holders as far as possible, for which due notice shall be given to

"all such stake holders.

(4) The Technical Committee shall submit its report to the Deputy Commissioner
within a period of 15 days after inspection of the premises of the concern

Medicare Service Institution.

(5) On the basis of the report submitted by the Technical Committee, the In-charge of
the concerned Medicare Service Institution shall take appropriate steps to
recover the amount of aforesaid damages/public loss under the Public Demand

Recovery Act.

Medical Ethical Compliance by the Doctors and Medicare Service Institutions

and disclosure of complete information with regard to the treatment of patient:-

(1) It is the responsibility of the Doctors and Medicare Service Institution to provide
complete mforma‘uon in wntmg in a transparent manner to the Indoor and
‘Outdoor patlents or attendants with regard to the treatment gtven or to be given

to the patients.

(2) All the Medicare Service Institutions will clearly display at various places in its
premises visible to public, the medical facilities available at that Institution and

the estimated expenses for the same.

(3) All Doctors and Medicare Service. Institutions shall ensure compliance of
medical ethics presctibed by the National Medical Commission while providing
medical facilities to the patients or persons coming to get medical facilities and

shall provide primary treatment to all trauma/accidental patients.

(4) It shall be ensured that the dead body of the patients, who die during the

treatment, are handed over to their attendants for Iast ntea without waitimg for

payment of medical bill. For payment of pendmg CI&! &'non acconding to

laws/rules will be taken by the Doctors and Medical Service Instisstion.
